' Clyde William (Buck) Buchanan, resident of Owasso, passed from this life on
Monday, December 19, 2016 doing what he loved, feeding his cattle. Buck
was born February 13, 1943 at Olustee, OK; the son of Walter E. and Eunice

attend Spartan School of Aeronautics obtaining his Avionics degree. On
November 18, 1967 he and Nancy Ann Neal were united in marriage in Tulsa,
OK. To this union, two children were born. Buck and Nancy made their home
in the Dallas/Irving Texas area until 1976, when they moved to Owasso. Buck
was a mechanic and crew chief for American Airlines until retirement in 1997.
